9:10 AM Elections for Panel 59 (Only GRs or someone representing a group are eligible to vote.)
1. The Chairman asks each DR and others eligible, if any, whether he is prepared to serve as Delegate for three years. If so, he becomes a candidate. 2. Names of all candidates for the post of Delegate are listed on the board by the Secretary. 3. The Secretary calls the roll of voting members. 4. Votes will be written on the board alongside the names of the candidates.

 5. The first candidate to receive a two-thirds vote is elected. 6. If no one has the required two-thirds vote after several ballots have been taken and if two candidates each have 40 percent or more of the total vote, the Chairman may suggest that the two candidates stay and the others withdraw. 7. Whether or not any names are withdrawn, another ballot is taken. 8. If still no election occurs, the Chairman asks for a motion to close the balloting and that the choice be made by lot between the two high candidates. The first one drawn becomes the Delegate. Instead of this, many Assemblies prefer to have a final ballot taken. Then the candidate with the most votes becomes the Delegate (taken from the AFG Service manual.) Per Montana Motion (C21) “We will use simple majority for Area Assembly voting except for the election of officers.”
